
 

Sample Itinerary: Small Corporate or Association Group 

 

Sunday, Arrival Day Guests arrive with great anticipation at Miami International Airport or Ft. 

Lauderdale Airport and hop into their convertible rental car.  On the way to 

Paradise!  As guests leave the turnpike and round the corner at Florida City, 

enter the land of flip flops.  The mossy smell of the Everglades turns into briny 

sea – time to put the top down and sunglasses on! Choose a slight detour via 

Card Sound to Alabama Jacks for some conch fritters and local music in a 

rusty shack located right on the water. Get back to those lazy days your youth 

and take in the Overseas Highway (42 bridges over the blue green waters of 

the Atlantic Ocean, Florida Bay and Gulf of Mexico).
